–  Day	3:	Post	final	work	as	both	posts	&	reel	–	can	even	use	the	same	text	for	both	
–  Day	4:	Post	about	yourself	–	“Its	been	a	while	since	I	introduced	myself”	list	10	interesJng	points	
–  Day	5:	Post	your	varnish/finishing	process			
–  Day	6:	Post	your	packaging	process,	framing,	or	maPng	process	
–  Day	7:	What	is	your	favorite	tool,	paint,	or	supply	item.		Do	you	find	a	great	deal	on	line?	Post	about	it.	

•  More	Fun	Stuff	to	Post:	
–  Go	Live	once	a	month	or	more!	
–  Post	a	90	second	reel	with	you	sharing	informaJon.	
–  Share	1	other	arJst	to	your	stories	and	tag	them	once	a	week.	
–  Share	an	interesJng/feel-good	post	or	meme	to	your	stories.	

•  Post	5	–	7	days	a	week!
